The edge of the memorial and the back of 
the memorial can also sometimes provide 
extra space and opportunity to add more 
lettering or an image, where space allows.

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ORNAMENTATION

It is always a great honour to be asked to work on public commissions and war memorials.  
This is a memorial for the Prince of Wales own regiment of Yorkshire in the National Arboretum.

The choice of ornamentation for the memorial is often the first 
step in personalising the headstone, and can be taken from a 
photograph, painting, drawing or any form of image.  

Alternatively if you don’t have an image but have an idea for 
what you would like, whether it is a hand carved design or hand 
cut lettering, or whether you are looking for a beautiful painted 
ornament, or sandblasted image, our designers, artists and 
craftspeople can help work with you to ensure we capture the 
spirit of your loved one in the design.
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HOW TO ORDER

At Mindful Memorials, we will hold your hand every 
step of the way through the process of creating a 
beautiful memorial for your loved one.

As a helpful ‘rule of thumb’, the initial information 
we need from you follows these two questions: 

Where is the grave?   
The grave could be situated in a Cemetery, 
Churchyard or perhaps a Natural Burial ground.  

Is the memorial for a full coffin burial  
or cremated remains? 
The sizes you are permitted for each differ, so it will 
help to know how you plan the memorial.  

Once we have this information, we will gently guide 
you through the steps you need to take in order to 
create a memorial.

As you can see from this brochure, there is a huge 
range of beautiful memorials for you to choose 
from, with prices to suit all budgets; or you may 
want to create a wonderfully unique, bespoke 
design with us, to truly express their remarkable life 
in every way. 

Whatever your vision for an appropriate way of 
honouring the memory of your loved one, our 
experienced team are ready to hear your ideas and 
will work together to not only meet but exceed 
your expectations.



YOUR APPOINTMENT:
WHAT TO EXPECT

We strive to ensure our showroom environments are warm and 
welcoming and in true Yorkshire style the kettle is always on. 
However, we also recognise that not everyone feels comfortable in 
a showroom setting especially for the first appointment which can 
often be emotionally challenging.  We therefore offer a range of 
alternative appointment options, for example you may feel more 
comfortable meandering through a beautiful old cemetery whilst 
talking through the ideas, thoughts and feelings you would like to 
incorporate within the design.  Or, where it is not easy for you to 
get out, or if our branches are too far away to visit, we can arrange 
for a home visit (in the Yorkshire region) or a zoom or a
telephone appointment.

A photo, a website page or even a written description can be a 
good starting point and these can be brought to the appointment 
or emailed to us in advance.  It is useful to have a rough idea 
of budget at this stage, in order to help us to understand what 
materials, carving and/or other artisan/artistic elements will be 
suitable for your project. 
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With all of our bespoke work our 
aim is to get a drawing or sketch 
back to you that will then form the 
basis of the order, and once you 
are happy with the design in terms 
of the size, material, shape and any 
other detail discussed, we can then 
provide a quotation and ultimately 
progress through to placing an 
order.

Because of the individuality of a 
bespoke item of this nature, the lead 
time will vary depending on various 
factors including the availability of 
material and the complexity of the 
design.  At the order stage we will 
give you an estimation of the time it 
will take to produce.
